	Continue to identify locations with Westlands Water District and others. 
	Prepare for additional planting of seed materials from native plant sources. Sustain existing areas for model of transferrable program. Demonstrate ability of native plant areas to crowd weed pests and harbor beneficial insects in areas next to irrigated cropland. Show compatibility with temporary storage of flood waters, if possible.

	Develop analysis of additional available parcels from list provided by Westlands Water District.
	Continue to evaluate and rank parcels for restoration capacity. Develop restoration process guidance report with Tulare Basin Wildlife Partners for high priority corridors, Arroyo Pasajero and Fresno Slough. 
	Develop priority restoration sites along potential terrestrial plant and animal growth/migration pathways that coincide with riparian corridors such as the Arroyo Pasajero stream complex, Panoche-Silver Creek and Fresno Slough. Analyze synergy and biological diversity of corridor-related parcels to isolated parcels. 

	Support solar energy facilities on fallowed land or other locations while understanding and dealing with potential impacts to sites and neighboring lands.
	Monitor proposals answering Westlands solicitation and other proposed locations in WRCD to determine impacts and any mitigation from water use, weeds and insect or animal pests.
	New information for solar energy developments and operators to use to be compatible with their neighbors.
