Diesel emissions targeted: particular matter and oxides of nitrogen (NOx)

Tier ratings for engines:

   Diesel engines made 1995 and earlier are not rated for emissions; their use will be prohibited after

   December 31, 2009. These engines are sometimes referred to as “Zero Tier” engines.

   Note: The emissions of diesel engines less that 50 HP are not regulated.

NRCS Environmental Quality Improvement Program (EQIP)

Applications for the 2010 EQIP program can be submitted after October 1, 2009. EQIP offers incentives for repower (destroy old, dirty diesel engines and replace them with cleaner engines); retrofit (modify an existing engine to reduce emissions), and replacement of equipment (e.g. replace an old tractor with a new tractor.) Both stationary diesel engines such as water pump engines and off-road equipment engines such as tractors and harvesters are eligible for EQIP incentives. 
 
   
   

Applications are rated on a competitive basis. Preference is given, for example, to applications to repower (replace) older, dirtier tier zero engines that run thousands of hours per year using new, tier 3 diesel engines than applications to repower 2 year old harvester engines that operate only 500 hours per year. This is because replacing an old, dirty engine that operates thousands of hours per year with a new, clean engine yields more emissions reductions per grant dollar than replacing a recently manufactured clean diesel engine with a new engine. NRCS EQIP grants (continued)



Use the information you record on your San Joaquin Valley RC&D Council “Diesel Engine Information Organizer” to apply for an EQIP grant to help pay for a new diesel engine, retrofit an engine, convert to an electric motor, or replace a piece of equipment that has a dirty diesel engine.

Note: State Conservationist Ed Burton publicly announced that farmers and ranchers can apply for Air District incentives on the same diesel engines they've applied for EQIP incentives.  He calculated that EQIP incentives can pay 40% to 50% of the cost to upgrade to cleaner engines and that by adding the Air District incentive, 80% of the cost can be paid by incentives.

On the home page, click on “Grants and Incentives” in the left margin; under this heading click on “Grant and Incentives Programs”, then click on “Heavy Duty Engines”; then click on “Stationary Agricultural Irrigation Pump Engines Component” for pumps, or click on “Off-Road Vehicle Component (tractors)” for tractors and farm equipment. These funds can be used to repower, retrofit diesel engines, or convert to electric motors.

     Diesel Emissions Reductions Act (DERA) incentives:

On the home page, click on “Grants and Incentives” in the left margin; under this heading click on “ARRA” (American Recovery and Reinvestment Act), then scroll down to “Current ARRA Partnership Opportunities”, then click on “Off-road Vehicle Component” for tractor and farm equipment replacement or engine retrofits or click on “Medium to Heavy Duty Engine Program” for on-road trucks weighing 14,000 lb. or more for replacing trucks or retrofitting diesel engines.
